The what, how and why of concurrence

Nancy Pfafflin, Program

The Colorado League of Wom-
en Voters has asked local and
state Leagues to support their
proposal that the LWVUS 2016
concur with their
2015 position on Behavioral
Health.

Concurrence is one method
used to arrive at positions on
which the League may base
action. Other methods are
studying a new topic or review-
ing/updating an existing posi-
tion, followed by a consensus
process. While a majority vote
of the LWVUS Board is re-

quired to approve a consensus,

concurrence to amend or

adopt a national League posi-
tion at a convention requires a
two-thirds vote.

To propose adoption of a posi-
tion by concurrence, a League
Board provides a statement of
position. It must be based on a
previous state or local League
study and consensus. The
Board must also give the name
of the League that did the origi-
nal study and access to the
study materials. If the conven-
tion approves the proposed
concurrence, the position
statement can be used for fu-
ture League action.

Concurrence at convention is
an efficient method to develop
new League positions, particu-
larly when traditional local

Leaguebased studies could be
expected to reach the same
conclusion.

Even so, delegates need to
consider the resource commit-
ment required to act on the
position. If a recommendation
is adopted, local Leagues and
LWVUS, with limited resources
& money, but even more im-
portantly volunteer timed may
find it necessary to drop other
activities in order to partici-
pate.
